Dear Homeowner,
I’m so glad you took that tough first step to sustaining your homeownership.  We understand how hard that was to do and promise to work with you to find a resolution to your situation.  

To assist us in providing you with the most effective and efficient service, please complete the Homeowner’s worksheet as thoroughly as possible.  You only need to complete the “current” column on the monthly spending plan.  Please give the monthly spending plan careful attention.  This information is the key element of resolving your financial situation.  If there are questions or information you don’t understand, that’s okay.  Do your best with it and we will go through the rest of it together.

In an effort to assist you in understanding what actions will be necessary to keep your home and to explain all options that may be available, we will be discussing household budgeting and its importance. The lender must see that you have taken every measure to assist in the process. You will find there is an emphasis on being truthful.  We can’t help with a resolution unless we have a complete and accurate picture of your situation.  A plan based on only part of your information is certain to fail.

There are some specific documents you will need to locate and bring to your appointment:

· Any correspondence from the mortgage company or its attorney, even if it’s unopened

· Any documentation from the courts or the sheriff regarding a foreclosure

· Most recent pay stubs for all employment

· Last two months of all bank statements (all pages)
· Last year’s federal income tax return

· Property tax bill

· Copy of all household bills, (ie.car payment, insurance, utility bills, credit card bills)
· Hardship Affidavit
· 4506 Form 
Our first appointment will last about one and one half hours.  Please arrive on time.  Many other families are in the same position as you and the demand for our services is high.  We often have appointments back to back.  

We do not charge any fees for our services here at Housing Help For Nevada, a non profit agency. You will be asked to pay the third party provider for any title services or property evaluation services direct. These services are used in the process of a loan work out with your lender. We use LMA as the third party vendor to secure these services, their charge is $150.00. This fee will be due if you and your counselor determine that a loan workout will be applied for on your behalf by Housing Help For Nevada. Your counselor will ask you to submit a check directly to LMA for their services.  Should you need assistance with the fees due to LMA please ask you counselor for third party vendor fee assistance voucher. No client will be refused help based on their inability to pay the fees due for third party services. 
Housing Help For Nevada, a non profit agency does reserve to the right to decline to assist any person who’s only hardship is that their property value has declined in the recent months, or anyone who is in violation of the terms contained in the client agreement. Housing Help For Nevada’s SERVICES are available for owner occupied homes only. 
You have taken the first step to resolving your situation.  We look forward to working with you.
